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Data protection, e-crimes bills to be tabled before cabinet
KARACHI (February 04 2005): The ministry of information technology and telecommunication has prepared draft bills on 'data protection act and e-crimes' which would be tabled before the federal cabinet next month for approval. Pakistan is going to establish fiber optic link with India in next few months. "We are the first country initiating the 'data protection act', even neighbouring country like India do not have such law to protect data," he added.
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
