ISLAMABAD: The country’s monthly inflation rate based on Consumer Price Index (CPI) decreased to 8.27 percent in October this year compared with 8.53 percent in September 2005.

The data released by the Federal Bureau of Statistic (FBS) on Wednesday said: “The food price inflation went down during the last month which helped the CPI to ease.” The inflation rates also moved down by 43 basis points compared with 8.7 percent in October 2004.

“Food prices slightly decreased in October this year due to administrative measures,” said Mohammad Imran, an analyst at Jahangir Siddiqui and Co.

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S&P satisfied with current Pakistan ratings
KUALA LUMPUR: Standard & Poor’s Inc. is “comfortable” with Pakistan’s current credit ratings, but the country could earn an upgrade if economic and political situation continue to improve. 

The agency is not looking to upgrade Pakistan’s B2/B plus ratings at the moment, David Beers, S&P’s managing director for sovereign and international ratings, told Dow Jones Newswires here Wednesday. 

Beers, who is on a visit to Kuala Lumpur, said a combination of improving internal political situation, strong public finances, a lighter debt burden and progress on economic reform could help Pakistan’s cause. 

In a report issued Tuesday, JPMorgan Chase said Pakistan’s economic performance and macroeconomic indicators compare well with better-rated countries, “raising the likelihood of a rating upgrade in the near term.”
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Country has potential to produce 50,000mw wind electricity: AEDB

ISLAMABAD: There is a potential of around 50,000 megawatts of electricity generation through wind resources in the country, said the Alternative Energy Development Board (AEDB) here on Wednesday.

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Liquidity goes out of market
KARACHI, Nov 16: The State Bank on Wednesday picked up Rs4.5 billion from the banking system through the Open Market Operation, curtailing chances for the money market to remain easy.

The money market was showing the presence of some liquidity in the market and the overnight rate dropped to seven and 7.5 per cent from the earlier 8.9 per cent.

The SBP’s intervention with the three-day Repo, which resulted in an outflow of liquidity from the system, again tightened market rates. The SBP picked up the money at eight per cent per annum.

After more than a couple of months, the money market started to ease off and the rates were coming down. During the last two months, the SBP injected liquidity on several occasions to cool down the heated rates.
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VOA telecast on GEO TV to boost Pak-US ties: Crocker 
ISLAMABAD: The telecast of the Voice of America (VoA) transmissions on GEO TV will strengthen the friendly relations between Pakistan and the Unites States, US Ambassador to Pakistan Ryan C Crocker said on Wednesday.

He said according to the damage assessment report, Pakistan requires $5.2 billion, including US $3.5 billion for reconstruction and US $1.7 billion for relief and rehabilitation work. He said delegations from over 60 countries and many international organisations will attend the conference and visit the devastated areas to personally assess the situation.
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Musharraf chips in PTCL deal
LAHORE - President Pervez Musharraf has sought the help of Abu Dhabi’s ruler Sheikh Khalifa Bin Zayed Al-Nahyan to materialise the privatisation of Pakistan Telecommunication Company Limited, The Nation learnt on Wednesday.

The ruler of Abu Dhabi is the successor of his late father Sheikh Zayed Bin Sultan Al-Nahyan and also President of the United Arab Emirate )UAE) council.

President Pervez Musharraf has contacted Sheikh Khalifa Bin Zayed Al-Nahyan on telephone and requested him to exercise his influence to end ongoing row between Pakistan government and Dubai-based Etisalat over the post-privatisation issues of the PTCL, a senior federal government official who is privy to this latest development told The Nation from Islamabad on Wednesday.

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US concerned over relief work by jihadis

LAHORE - US Assistant Secretary of State for South Asia Christina Rocca has said that the long-term US interest in Pakistan is not to support any individual, but to support the people of Pakistan.

Talking to newspaper editors and senior mediamen at the US Consulate here on Wednesday, Rocca said the US had a long-term commitment to Pakistan, not just in terms of anti-terrorism cooperation, but saw a broader relationship, a partnership. She noted that Pakistan was one of three or four countries to which the US had a multi-year commitment, in Pakistan’s case of an aid package of $3 billion over five years, with $698 million voted by Congress this year.

She also said that US officials had not been telling their Pakistani counterparts to ‘do more’, as it seemed that the earthquake had not detracted from Pakistan’s efforts in the War on Terror, which continued as shown by the major arrest of an Al-Qaeda leader in Quetta, as well as other ongoing operations.

In 2004-05, the country has paid $3.965 billion worth total foreign debt, including mark-up, while in 2003-04 the external debt repayment amounted to $5.274 billion.
An official of Finance Ministry said that in 2003-04, the federal government prepaid $1.60 billion expensive debt to the Asian Development Bank and some other donor agencies, excluding the World Bank.

Resultantly, he said, the overall quantum of foreign debt repayment remained well over $5 billion in 2003-04.

He said that in 2004-05, the federal government intended to further retire the expensive debt, but unprecedented increase in the world oil prices, imports and trade imbalance caused extraordinary burden on the foreign exchange reserves of the country.

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Expert says: U.S. Congress can do more to support cause of peace in South Asia
UNITED NATIONS, Nov 23 (APP) - The U.N. refugee agency announced Tuesday that it had completed its task coordinating the construction of more than 58,000 temporary dwellings in Sri Lanka to house those displaced to emergency shelters such as tents and public buildings by last December’s tsunami.
Shortly after the tsunami hit the island nation, killing over 30,000 people and displacing nearly 800,000, the Sri Lankan Government asked the UN High Commission for Refugees (UNHCR) to coordinated dozens of non-governmental organizations (NGOs) to build the shelters, according to UNHCR spokesperson Jennifer Pagonis.
 “While the refugee agency is not normally involved in natural disasters, UNHCR accepted this short-term role because of the scale of the devastation, and because many of the tsunami-affected people were those also internally displaced due to the conflict,” Ms. Pagonis said.

Terming the Aligarh spirit a movement, he said  it was a movement for emancipation of backward Muslims of South Asia who experienced  a decline  due to various social, political and  historical reasons. 
He said at that time Sir Syed Ahmed thought that Muslims must come forward to play a vital role in history as  once they had been rulers who ruled South Asia for 800 years and it was  after 1757 they had fallen.
He said it was then Syed Ahmed Khan established a University tobring the Muslims out from  backwardness into the mainstream of  life and  in whatever we (Pakistan and Bangladesh) have achieved  today, those movements  have played a most important role.
